’ve tested many power boats
over the years, and I can hon-
estly say that most, if not all,
benefit from a set of trim tabs.

This is now accepted so most of
today’s boats come with trim tabs
already installed. If you have them,
great, if you don’t, the low cost of
installing and maintaining a good set
of trim tabs not only makes sense,
but is one of the best ways I know of
improving the performance, efficien-
cy and ride of your boat. 

Lenco is a well-known company
in the performance boat world – not
only for its trim tabs but also for
electric hatch lifts. The compa-
ny’s line of electric rams
makes it possible to show
off your dual mega-
horsepower engines
with the single push
of a button, and they
also produce a line of
electric trolling motors.
Can you see a pattern?
When you have expertise in
electric technology, you stick
with it.

Therefore, it’s no surprise
that Lenco’s trim tabs have all
the high-tech features you have
come to expect
from one of
A m e r i c a ’ s
fastest-grow-
ing private
c o m p a n i e s .
Lenco builds its
trim planes out of
12-gauge, laser-cut
stainless steel, and its elec-

trically controlled stainless steel ram
takes the worry out of trimming
your boat. 

Many think that electrical appli-
ances don’t work and play well with
water. This can be the case if the
appliance is not protected from the
harsh marine environment. The long
life of Lenco’s stainless steel ram,
which houses the available 12- or 24-
volt electric motor, and its screw-type
ram, is attributed to the dual nitrite
“O” rings on both ends, which keep
the water and dirt out of the rather
sensitive area inside the ram. It’s easy
to see why the company says
its entire

actuator is fully submersible, mainte-
nance-free and sealed for life.

In addition, a watertight switch is
necessary to control the trim planes
via the actuators. Lenco has a unique
package to handle this task that is
based on the waterproof switch with
a built-in trim position indicator.

Your reaction might be, “Well,
that’s cool, but do I really need it?”
The answer is yes. The first time you
use this new trim indicator/switch,

you will wonder
how you ever

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good, this system can be retrofitted
to your existing boat.

Do you need trim tabs? Many boat-
builders will tell you that don’t need
them, while many will include them

as part of the package. The differ-
ence in philosophy is really a differ-
ence between your definition of
“need” and “benefit, two different
issues. You could drive your boat
very successfully without trim tabs,
but with them, you will see a marked
improvement in performance and
ride angle. Best of all, most boats will
also run drier. If a comfortable ride is
not important, you probably would-
n’t add a set of trim tabs. 

Lenco’s trim tabs allow you to bal-
ance the load when your boat is full
of fuel, water and passengers. As the
boat lightens from burning its fuel
and water, you can adjust the tabs to
to accommodate the lighter weight.
If you have too many guests on one
side of the boat, you can adjust the
trim, and if your boat doesn’t get on-

plane the way it used to when it was
new, a set of Lenco tabs will help.
With the aid of the built-in trim indi-
cators, you can see the exact position
of the tabs – handy if you’ve forgot-
ten the last setting.

Every owner has preferences—for
this seasoned owner, I won’t leave
the dock without them. They add
comfort, safety and convenience to
my boating experience. There are
trim tabs for just about any applica-
tion, see which is right for you.
